My son Jon was about fifteen 
when he had a “mentoring” experi-
ence, one of many. He had hunted 
spring gobblers with me and a friend 
of mine for a few years and had 
taken three or four good birds. One 
morning we had no luck with the 
gobbler we had roosted the evening 
before. We spent a couple of hours 
on that bird and later moved to an-

other spot to try fresh ground. It was 
late in the morning when we set up 
in wide open woods near a hayfield 
that gobblers occasionally used for 
impressing hens with their displays. 
Jon was impatient and ready to go 
home. Many of his previous hunts 
had been the textbook sort. You 
know the type. The gobbler has read 
the script, responds to your tree call, 
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flies down and immediately comes 
your way. Jon was convinced that 
was the only way successful hunts 
happened.

When we set up I told Jon I 
knew there was a group of three 
adult toms that frequented this loca-
tion. He was impressed but doubtful 
that we would have any luck this 
late in the morning. He had enough 
experience that I was comfortable 
having him take a tree about five 
yards or so from me and off to my 
left. As a right-handed shooter that 
position would allow him the ability 
to turn to make a shot. After letting 
the woods settle down I clucked and 
purred on a slate call. There was no 
response. About that time Jon was 
probably thinking this was not go-
ing to work out.

The morning was warming 
up but it was clear with only a 
light breeze. A few minutes later I 
clucked with a mouth call and made 
a series of excited yelps. A gobble 
erupted some distance away. To me 
it sounded like more than one bird 
gobbled. That was the last gobble 
we heard. In the next half hour or so 
I called perhaps a half dozen times 
with no response from the trio. Jon 
looked over at me and whispered, 
They’re not coming.” I whispered 
back, “We have another hour before 
noon.” He sighed and settled back 
against a huge oak.

With thirty minutes of legal 
time left I saw movement uphill and 
a hundred yards or so away. A group 

of crows was flying tree to tree acting 
like they were following something. 
I whispered to Jon, “Get your gun 
up and get ready!” He looked over 
at me and asked, “Why?” I replied 
“Do it and look to your left.”

The crows kept diving and mov-
ing tree to tree in our direction. It 
wasn’t long before I saw three adult 
gobblers walking steadily toward 
us. One would half-strut and run 
to catch up with the others. The 
crows continued to follow them 
and before long they were almost in 
range. Jon had seen the birds about 
the same time I had and was ready 
when they closed to thirty yards. 
The twelve gauge boomed and Jon 
killed his first late morning gobbler. 
His bird weighed 20 pounds and 
sported a ten-inch beard and spurs 
that exceeded an inch in length. It 
was a mentoring experience, perhaps 
not in the strict sense of the word 
since Jon was already a hunter. How-
ever, this was a learning experience 
for him because he came to realize 
that patience as well as knowledge 
of the quarry and calling can be 
productive. 

Jon and my other kids were 
mentored because I was a hunter. 
I have had the privilege of mentor-
ing one of my sons-in-law. My best 
friend growing up wanted desper-
ately to hunt. His dad was not a 
hunter but wanted his son to pursue 
his interests. My father agreed to 
take Glenn hunting with us when he 
took me out as a youngster. Glenn

MD DNR Wild Turkey Program Update
by Bob Long, Wild Turkey Biologist

2014 Summer Wild Turkey 
Observation Survey Results—The 
Maryland DNR conducts a wild 
turkey observation survey annu-
ally in July and August to estimate 
wild turkey reproductive success 
and monitor the turkey popula-
tion. A total of 4,353 turkeys were 
recorded by the 85 individuals or 
groups that returned survey forms in 
2014, slightly higher than the 4,034 
turkeys observed by 82 participants 
in 2013. Statewide, an average of 
2.3 poults was observed per hen, 
identical to the 2013 average but 
below the 12-year average of 2.7 
poults per hen. All regions except 
the lower Eastern Shore had below 
average production. The results sug-
gest that both nesting success and 
poult survival was somewhat low 
in most regions. This may be partly 
attributed to persistent wet and 
damp conditions some parts of the 
state experienced in May and early 
June, when most hens are incubat-
ing nests. Research suggests this may 

increase predation rates because of 
the increased ability of predators to 
scent nesting hens (referred to as the 
“wet-hen theory”). An exceptionally 
dry period followed the wet weather 
that may have limited insect pro-
duction for growing poults. Other 
factors such as local predator com-
munities and habitat conditions in-
fluence reproductive success as well. 
Large differences among counties 
and even within counties were very 
apparent this year, demonstrating 
the complexity of the factors related 
to reproduction in wild turkeys. 
More detailed regional results as well 
as additional information on Mary-
land’s wild turkeys can be found on 
DNR’s website (www.dnr.maryland.
gov). Thanks to all the volunteers 
that sent in survey forms!

2014 Fall Turkey Season Har-
vest—Fall turkey hunters, whose 1 
week season ended on November 
8, reported taking 134 turkeys—15 
percent lower than the 2013 harvest. 
The decline can likely be attributed

But it’s as important or more so to 
provide mentoring opportunities to 
young people and adults who have 
an interest but have no one to take 
them. The future of hunting and 
conservation as we know it depends 
on our passing on the tradition. Get 
involved! Save the Habitat and Save 
the Hunt! 
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to below average turkey reproduc-
tion in the fall-hunted part of the 
state and abundant mast crops 
which can limit turkey movements. 
Fall turkey hunting is only permit-
ted in the three westernmost coun-
ties; Garrett County reported the 
highest harvest (54), followed by 
Allegany (52) and Washington (28). 

2015 Winter Turkey Season—
A new 3-day winter wild turkey 
season will be open January 22-24 
statewide. This season was created 
in response to hunter requests to 
allow additional turkey hunting 
opportunities while considering 
potential biological impacts and 
other hunting seasons. The bag 
limit for this season is 1 turkey of 
either sex (unless a turkey was taken 
in the fall season). Hunting hours 
are one-half hour before sunrise to 
one-half hour after sunset. Weapons 
are limited to what is allowed in the 
spring season (shotguns loaded with 
#4 shot or smaller, crossbows, or 
vertical bows). The most successful 
methods of hunting in this season 

will likely be considerably different 
than those used in the spring season. 
Traditional fall season tactics that 
include finding food sources, scat-
tering the flock, and calling with 
assembly and kee-kee run calls will 
probably be the best ways to bag a 
winter bird. More information can 
be found on the DNR website or 
the Annual Guide to Hunting and 
Trapping.

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John Clites has always loved 
the thrill of hunting and shooting. 
Now, for about 30 years, Clites has 
passed on this love to more than 
10,000 students as a certified rifle 
and shotgun instructor through the 
National Rifle Association.

Clites, of Buffalo Mills, got his 
start with firearms when he went 
hunting as a boy. It was then he 
discovered his hobby only lasted 
a short period of time and found 
another passion.

"Hunting is seasonal," he said. 
"But you can shoot year-round."

In 1981, Clites began instruct-

ing youngsters and beginners at 
various youth camps, sportsmen's 
club events and Boy Scout troops 
in Pennsylvania and Maryland. 
Because he and his wife, Cathy, also 
an NRA-certified instructor, had no 
children, he said he first spent a lot 
of time training nieces and nephews.

“We’ve always been heavily 
involved in shooting,” Clites said, 
having represented both the state 
and the country on Pennsylvania 
and United States national teams 
in the 1990s, in addition to several 
other competitions.

Clites said now that he’s retired

from many years at Westinghouse/
Bedford Materials, he teaches others 
more than he shoots, explaining that 
he gets great joy from seeing a stu-
dent, especially a youngster, struggle 
at the beginning of a lesson, work 
hard, and eventually get the hang of 
hitting the targets.

“You can have a 4-foot kid come 
in and they walk out 10 feet tall,” 
Clites said.

Because Clites keeps close track 
of how many students he instructs, 
as mandated by the NRA, he knew 
he would teach his 10,000th student 
while he was working with a Boy 
Scout troop at Camp Sinoquipe in 
Fort Littleton in July.

Collin Hess, 11, of Waynesboro, 
was one of the first to arrive at the 
training session and, although he 
was excited, Clites said, he let two of 
his other scouts go ahead of him in 
line for the instruction. Little did he 
know that his good deed, observed 
by Clites, would make him student 
number 10,000 in Clites’ training 

career.
At lunch that day, Clites called 

Collin up in front of his peers and 
recognized him with one of the 
many trophies he received through-
out his years of competition, which 
he relabeled with Collin’s name. He 
also made Collin an honorary mem-
ber of his Silver Bullet Shooting 
Team with a silver bullet keychain, 
in addition to a certificate for a free 
3-hour shooting class with Clites.

Collin was so excited that he 
carried the trophy around for the 
rest of the day, Clites said, and 
called his parents right away with 
the news.

While Clites has taught stu-
dents young and old and even seen 
students go on to receive major 
scholarships to universities for their 
rifle and air rifle teams, his favorite 
kind of student is one who has never 
shot a gun in their lives.

“It’s like working with a clean 
sheet of paper,” he explained.

A lot of times, he said parents or 
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relatives can get a bit lax when teach-
ing their children to shoot, often 
forgetting that the child has never 
handled a gun before. This can form 
bad habits and even worse, create a 
lack of safety, Clites explained.

“That’s when accidents hap-
pen,” he said.

Clites also said that he’s learned 
along the way that, most times, a 
stranger is a better instructor than 
a family member or friend.

“Students seem to listen better,” 
he said, when they’re learning from 
an expert they don’t know.

Whether he’s shooting at the 
personal range in his backyard 
or hunting locally for bear and 
deer, Clites said what he enjoys 
even more is instructing a young 

student and “seeing a smile on a 
child’s face” when they hit a re-
actionary target that pings when 
shot or a clay pigeon that explodes 
on contact.

They just light up,” he said. 
‘You’ve instilled in them, ‘Hey, I can 
do this myself.’ I really get a kick out 
of their responses,”

In 2011, Clites was chosen 
from hundreds of nominees across 
the country and was named North 
American Hunting Club’s Mentor 
of the Year. At that time, Clites had 
between 8,500 and 9,000 total stu-
dents. By the end of September, he 
predicts that he’ll have taught more 
than 11,000.

“That’s a lot of smiling faces,” 
he said.

wildlife conservation plantings (not for harvest) at a reduced cost. 

If you would like WINTER WHEAT seed for FALL 2015 planting, please contact 
your local chapter president (listed in the back of the newsletter) no later than 

APRIL 15, 2015.

A fee may be collected by local chapters to offset the shipping costs. 
10 bag per person maximum.

Note: Orders are not guaranteed and seed supply may dictate how many bags 
you receive, but reserving your bags early ensures the best chance for success.
